They will present UW’s model specifically designed for the 

oral treatment of medically comprised individuals, the elderly 

and those with disabilities.  Discussion will include the 

correlation between oral health and overall health, specific 

procedures for providing care, behavioral management 

strategies to enhance patient compliance, treatment planning 

for various medical conditions and documentation/

reimbursement issues related to providing care to this patient 

population.

Historical perspective/demographics of the 

community and patient population; 

Assessing the oral health in a specialized patient 

population; 

Legal issues with regard to consent for care; 

Behavioral management strategies for patient 

compliance; 

Treatment planning/standards of practice; 

Oral infection control and prevention for this patient 

population; 

Effects of medications on oral health and more.
