Institute (BSI) for local area high school students.  The 2010 BSI will offer a very unique 

learning opportunity for students who are interested in advancing their education in a field 

related to biotechnology.  This competitive program will offer 20 select students a chance to 

earn 7 college credits during the 8-week summer institute.  Tuition and fees will be funded 

by HCCõs ESSENCE program and a National Science Foundation grant.  The summer        

institute will be held on the campus of Hagerstown Community College between June 14, 

2010 and August 9, 2010. 

Qualified students will have an opportunity to:  

Earn 7 free college science credits * 

Explore careers in biotechnology 

Gain valuable handsðon laboratory experience 

Participate in Q&A sessions with guest speakers from diverse areas of biotechnology  

Go on field trips to biomanufacturing facilities and state-of-the-art scientific research labs 

     *Tuition and fees covered for in-county residents; reduced tuition for out-of-county   

       residents.  Students will be responsible for purchasing their own textbooks.   

Students accepted to the BSI will enroll in BTC 101, Introduction to Biotechnology             

(3 credits).  Additionally, all students will take BIO 113 and 113L, Principles of Biology I       

(4 credits) unless they have completed AP Biology and received a score of  3 or higher on 

the national AP examination.  If this requirement has been met, students have the opportu-

nity to take another 4-credit biology or chemistry course.  See the reverse side of this flyer 

for course offerings and schedules included in this institute. 

Interested students should complete an application form and essays and submit it to    

Hagerstown Community College Science Division by March 19, 2010.  Eligible applicants 

must be 16 years or older at the start of the summer institute.
