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The TRIO Upward Bound program has been hosted by
Hagerstown Community College since 2012 and is well into
its fifth year of dedicated work. The Upward Bound program
assists low-income, and/or first-generation college bound high
school students in the successful completion of secondary
education by preparing them academically, as well as socially,
for enrollment and completion of higher education. Eligible
project participants who demonstrate academic need may be
identified at target high schools by teachers, counselors, par-
ents, students, friends, as well as selected by Upward Bound
staff. HCC Upward Bound provides opportunities to a mini-
mum of 72 students annually from the following high schools:
Hancock Middle-Senior High School, North Hagerstown,

may also transfer to, and attend Washington County Techni-
cal High School, and remain in Upward Bound. UB Students
receive many services throughout the program that include,
but are not limited to: after-school tutoring, Saturday sessions
(including financial aid, scholarship information, college and
career research, guest speakers, and more), academic guid-
ance and counseling, college visits, a rigorous six-week sum-
mer academy at HCC (tuition and fees are paid for via grant
funds), student service learning opportunities, transportation
services, and meal services during activities. The Upward
Bound program continues to broaden the scope of possibility,
wonder, and achievement among its students.

Incentive Field Trip: New York City
