ART 122 – Sculpture I (3 credit hours)

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

This is a foundation course in sculpture in which students take a journey into the physical world 

of sculptural form, materials and processes. Students work with a variety of materials and 

explore techniques including modeling, carving, fabrication, and assemblage. The study of past 

and present artists helps students understand good form and composition, and the role of 

sculpture in our culture.

o Students create compositions in the media that build on the elemental tools of 3D 

design. 

o Students develop compositions by applying these elements in a series of works. 

 Student uses proper language concerning the materials and techniques appropriate to the 

medium.  

o Students practice terminology after being introduced to a 3D media used in art-

making by instruction and experimentation. 

 Student recognizes and differentiates the styles and mediums of important artists and 

historical movements. 

o Students analyze and discuss leading artists in a 3D medium and extract the 

lessons of style and technique. 

 Student experiences creative challenges that develop critical thinking and problem 

solving. 

o Students develop a portfolio of works addressing various techniques and 

compositional challenges. 

o Students express visual content in a series of works of art. 

 (When Concentrated area) Student will create and present a body of work created in 

individual study that demonstrates high level of skill, personal style, thematic 

discernment and understanding of composition in a chosen medium. 

o Students start to build their final portfolio in chosen medium.

 Students will recognize and apply the fundamental elements of design in three-

dimensional form.               

 Students will express and use proper language concerning materials and techniques 

involved in the sculptural process. 

 Students will recognize and differentiate the styles and mediums of important sculptors 

and art movements. 

 Students will carve, model, and assemble materials into three-dimensional forms. 

 Students will present sculptures in a professional manner in a final exhibit. 

MINIMUM CLOCK HOURS REQUIRED FOR THIS COURSE 

To earn one hour of academic credit at HCC, students are required to complete a minimum of 

12.5 clock hours (45 fifty-minute “academic” hours) of coursework per semester. Those hours of 

coursework may be completed through a combination of hours within the classroom and hours 

outside the classroom. Certain courses may require more than the 12.5 minimum hours of 

coursework per credit. A three credit hour course requires 37.5 clock hours.  

For most classes, students should expect to do at least 2 hours of coursework outside of class for 

each hour of in-class coursework.
