ART 211 — Portraiture (3 credit hours)

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is designed for the student with basic drawing and painting skills and a desire to gain
a solid understanding of portraiture. In a series of exercises emphasis will be placed on the skull-
flesh relationship, major masses of the facial features, effects of light, facial expressions, gesture
and hands in portraiture. The course will consist of a combination of PowerPoint presentations of
master works, studio exercises working from the model and critiques of class work and weekly
home assignments. Charcoal is recommended for the first two weeks, after which students will
be free to work in other media including oils, acrylics, pastels, or charcoal.

o Students add to their portfolio of works, continuing to address various techniques
and compositional challenges.
o Students demonstrate advancement through their expression of visual content in a
series of works of art.
e Student will create and present a body of work created in individual study that
demonstrates high level of skill, personal style, thematic discernment and understanding
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of composition in a chosen medium.
o Students continue to build their final portfolio in chosen medium, adding to their
accomplishments from their first class in the concentrated area.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:

e Students will demonstrate the drawing properties of pencil/charcoal/conte.

e Students will create using the drawing properties of pencil/charcoal/conte.

e Students will apply techniques necessary to draw the figure in a realistic manner.
Students will create drawing from observation.
Students will apply design principles to personal work.
Students will maintain and demonstrate a portfolio of accomplished drawings.

MINIMUM CLOCK HOURS REQUIRED FOR THIS COURSE

To earn one hour of academic credit at HCC, students are required to complete a minimum of
12.5 clock hours (45 fifty-minute “academic” hours) of coursework per semester. Those hours of
coursework may be completed through a combination of hours within the classroom and hours
outside the classroom. Certain courses may require more than the 12.5 minimum hours of
coursework per credit. A three credit hour course requires 37.5 clock hours.

For most classes, students should expect to do at least 2 hours of coursework outside of class for
each hour of in-class coursework.
