DNC 116 – Ballet: Intermediate (2 credits)

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

Ballet is a low intensity dance class, involving various stretching exercises and movements 

across the floor. The instruction will cater to students who have some ballet experience. Students 

must wear clothing to make movement possible and have ballet shoes. Prerequisite: DNC 115. 

TEXTBOOK: 

No textbook required. All students are required to wear dance shoes, appropriate dancewear 

including tights, leotards, leggings, tank tops, etc. You may not take class in street clothes. Girls 

need pink tights and pink ballet shoes for the performance. Men need black ballet shoes, black 

tights and a dance belt for the performance.  

PROGRAM STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES: 

 Achieve a high level of proficiency in dance technique and performance. 

o Students will execute in class and perform for an audience ballet techniques. 

 Develop and comfortably use appropriate language relating to the technique of each 

dance genre. 

o Students will define and describe ballet terminology and be able to use with 

classmates. 

 Recognize and differentiate the styles of important choreographers and choreographic 

movements. 

 Critique dance from social and historical perspectives. 

o Students will critique dance performances and express opinions and conclusions 

both verbally and through written communications. 

 Demonstrate knowledge of dance composition.  

o Students will choreograph an original work 

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES: 

 Students will define and describe basic/intermediate ballet terminology and be able to use 

with classmates. 

 Students will execute in class and perform for an audience intermediate ballet technique. 

 Students will assist instructor in demonstrating proper technique to other students. 

 Students will demonstrate knowledge of important historical ballet choreographers and 

dancers. 
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MINIMUM CLOCK HOURS REQUIRED FOR THIS COURSE 

To earn one hour of academic credit at HCC, students are required to complete a minimum of 

12.5 clock hours (15 fifty-minute “academic” hours) of coursework per semester. Those hours of 

coursework may be completed through a combination of hours within the classroom and hours 

outside the classroom. Certain courses may require more than the 12.5 minimum hours of 

coursework per credit. A three credit hour course requires 37.5 clock hours.  

For most classes, students should expect to do at least 2 hours of coursework outside of class for 

each hour of in-class coursework.
