COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
This course provides an overview of the structure and importance of the commercial 

transportation industry in the logistics sector of business. Course emphasis is based on the 

marketing aspects of logistics, integrating all of the functional areas of business as well as 

incorporating logistics into supply chain management. Topics include supply chain management, 

supply chain technology and issues, macroeconomics in business, logistics in the economy, 

global markets and strategy, order management and customer service, inventory operations, and 

decision strategies.
