COURSE: TRK 112, Intro to Commercial Vehicle Pre-Trip Inspections, 3 Credits
INSTRUCTOR: SEMESTER/YEAR: Spring 2018

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course introduces the principles and practices of the pre-trip
inspection on Commercial Vehicles as required by the Federal Motor Carrier Administration.
Familiarization of vehicle systems and components and basic inspection procedures will prepare
students to properly inspect Commercial Motor Vehicles. Co-requisites are TRK 110, TRK 115,
and TRK 108.
