COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course will focus on skill development in tractor-trailer 

combination operation. Basic systems, coordination of vehicle controls and operational 

techniques will be covered before road training begins. A comprehensive driving experience 

includes exposure to varied situations with an emphasis on safety. This course will also provide 

the major skills training, and practice, necessary in preparation for the state CDL Class A driving 

exam. CDL Class A learners permit required. Co-requisite: TRK 110
