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Students who are academically dismissed and feel that particular circumstances warrant reconsideration of their
status may complete this form for consideration of their appeal. Petitions should be well organized, include the
reasons why the student had previous academic difficulty, and explain why the student now feels he/she can be
successful if readmitted. Students who are reinstated will be readmitted on probationary status, and therefore,
are not permitted to participate in HCC clubs or intercollegiate athletics until they are no longer on probation.
Students who are readmitted must earn a 2.0 grade-point average for the semester of readmission. After that,
students may be retained and put on academic probation.
