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What is the Upward Bound Program?

The HCC TRiO Upward Bound Program is a
federally funded college preparatory program for
students enrolled in targeted Washington County
Public Schools. This is a collaborative program
implemented by HCC and WCPS personnel. The
program provides academic support services for
income-eligible students as well as potential first-
generation college students. The program is designed
to provide students with the motivation and skills
needed to successfully transition from high school

to college and go on to complete their college
education. All Upward Bound program activities and
services are free to students enrolled in the program.
